Persecuted Church: Sierra 
Leone - Persecution is associated 
with tribal violence and the rise of 
radical Islam. Despite identifying 
publicly with a particular religion, 
an estimated 90 percent of Sierra 
Leoneans are aligned with secret 
societies that dominate all aspects 
of life in the country.

Those who leave 
secret societies when they place 
their faith in Christ are persecuted 
and even risk being killed.
